being left behind for 2 weeks with 3 kids! 

Å Prenatal vitamins 
Å Multi-Vitamins ï Childrenôs chewable, adult, and womenôs 
Å Iron tablets 
Å Antacids and acid reflux meds 
Å Cough medicines (for both dry and wet/mucus coughs) 
Å Calamine lotion 
Å High blood pressure meds 
Å Oral meds for diabetes and cardiovascular problems 
Å Pain and fever meds of various types (children and adult) 
Å Broad-spectrum antibiotics, oral pills and topical ointments
